The town of Thika is 20 miles north of Nairobi in Kenya.  
Ngoingwa Parish was created in 1996 and has 3 congregations (churches), 
making a total population of 237 adults, 54 youth and 220 children. There are 
no permanent church buildings but construction is ongoing. 
The Parish has a vicar in charge, but these can change frequently, it also has 
one evangelist and 4 lay readers. The parish is situated in a semi- urban/ rural 
diversity and is just 7km from Thika Town . Most Christians in the Parish are 
farmers or business people. The Parish has a men’s association, mothers union 
group, youth meetings and a Sunday school. 2 of the congregations have very 
lively choirs! 

We have sent our parish profile and a picture of our congregation and 
are awaiting a picture and prayer requests from Thika.
